I. Course Overview 
 
1. Course Description 
 
This course provides students with an opportunity to gain a comprehensive understanding of the fundamental 

history of Korean ceramics during the Silla (57 B.C. – 935 A.D.), Goryeo (918 -1392), and Joseon (1392 – 1910) 

periods. Working with clay, students will explore the distinctive decorative techniques used during each era.
